Disaster Relief and Community Disaster Education
When a disaster threatens or strikes, the Red @&oss
there. This year the Southern Nevada Chapter
responded to 256 local disasters, including 247
residential fires. The chapter helped 1,132 adfdct
individuals and families with emergency food,
clothing, shelter, medical prescriptions and sugspli

Because being prepared can make your family and
community safer and sometimes minimize injury and
destruction, chapter staff made numerous disaster
education presentations in the community. The
chapter distributed 2,500 disaster education naseri
to 1,145 presentation attendees and 200 school
children.

Health and Safety Services

From First Aid, CPR and Automated External
Defibrillator (AED) training to swimming and
lifeguarding, American Red Cross programs help
people lead safer and healthier lives. This year,
21,606 individuals learned lifesaving skills thrdug
2,792 classes offered by the chapter.

International Services

The international tracing program helps local fasil
find relatives with whom they have lost contact
because of a natural disaster, war or internalliconf
The chapter helped 7 families begin the search for
loved one separated by war or unrest.

As these searches can take many years, the chapter
continues to support requests initiated from prasio
years. Tracing case®ver close until information is
found. Chapter volunteers also kept 2 families
connected with loved ones around the globe through
the use of International Red Cross messages when
traditional communication means failed due to
regional conflict or civil unrest.

Armed Forces Emergency Services

The American Red Cross provides communication
between those in the Armed Forces and their
families. The American Red Cross worldwide
network reaches service members wherever they are
to communicate a birth, death or illness. 1,601
military members and their families were educated o
how the Red Cross can help them in times of family
emergencies. The chapter provided 1,079 families
emergency connections last year; most while
deployed on military assignments. American Red
Cross volunteers contributed 24,878urs of service

at Mike O'Callaghan Federal Hospital (MOFH) at
Nellis Air Force Base.
